If sentences

Some if sentences describe what always happens in some situations, or tell people what to do in a situation.

· Things that usually or always happen. In this type of sentences, we use the present simple in both clauses.

	If   +   present simple   +   present simple


Examples:

If I have a cold, I usually/ always stay at home.

If you heat water, it boils.

	
	Conditional Sentences: Type 1


They describe posible situations and possible results.

We use them in this way:

	If   +   present simple   +   will


Examples: 

If you ask him, he will help you.

If we don’t catch the bus, we will be late

If you study hard, you will pass the exam.

	NOTICE!


You cannot use “will” after “if”

If it rains we will go into a shop.

You can also say:

We will go into a shop if it rains

We will pass the exam if you study hard
